—THE HUANG-WANG RESIDENCE
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Relics of the Pushe b
—The Huang-Wang Residence ¥

he first owner of the Huang-Wang Residence, Qilin Wang,
was an educated Pushe aboriginal. Being a Yisheng of the
Confucius Temple, he was known as the “Fan-Xiu-Cai”. Then he
was commissioned by Qing government as “head person” in tax
collection. His only daughter Asan Wang married Dunren Huang,
the eldest son of the sinologist Liyong Huang, and the families

prosper to this day.

In the past, some Thao people would stay overnight at the
Huang-Wang residence during Chinese New Year when they came
to collect referral fees from the Pingpu peoples, who the Thao
considered newcomers to the area. They would then carry bamboo
baskets through the various Pingpu settlements and collect gifts

such as pork and sweet rice cakes.

The hundred-year-old Huang-Wang residence is currently a
private residence, not open to public. However, one can still sense
the splendor of a scholarly family from the residence’s elegant

hexagonal windows and from the inscription board that says

“Yuheng Star brings prosperity”.
